Claims for difference in fares must be made by 28 February 2010.
4, If the School Smartcards are expired, damaged or if the photographs on the cards are unclear,

they must be replaced as they cannot be used for travel on public buses and trains. Otherwise,
such cards will be retained by Bus/MRT Staff for investigation.

5. To replace an expired School Smartcard, the replacement fee is $8 (inclusive of $5 card cost
and $3 Fersonallzatlon fee). Students may check the card validity at any Add Value Machine or
General Ticketing Machine.
